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Facing death, Toyotomi Hideyoshi hoped that he would eventually be deitied. He passed away on the eighteenth day of
August 1598(Keicho 3), and on the seventeenth day of April of the following year, the imperial court gave him the divine
name Toyokuni Daimyojin.  During August 1604 (Keicho 9), which marked the sixth anniversary ol his death, there
was a grand festival at Toyokuni Jinja Shrine in Kyoto, Its peak was the “Houkoku Dance” (Houkoku Odori) on the

fifteenth of the month. The people of Kyoto came out with their machigumi town organizations—ecach wearing O fF - i ELTE (RERIESER)
matching outfits—to remember Hideyoshi and offer this group dance to him. 250 years later during the Bakumatsu [ E= i i
